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GENERAL HOUSE RULES

ARTICLE 1 – AMENDMENTS AND PUBLISHING OF HOUSE RULES

1.1 Amendments to House Rules

House rules/regulations may be enacted or amended by a simple majority vote (unless otherwise specified in the house rules/regulations), of the accredited delegates and delegates-at-large voting at District convention.

1.2 Proposed Amendments

1.2.1
Sixty (60) days prior to the date of the district convention, the District Secretary shall write to the President of each club inviting resolutions to be considered at the district convention.

1.2.2 
The District Secretary shall receive proposed amendments to the house rules/regulations at least 30 days prior to District Convention. Notwithstanding this limitation, any resolution duly passed at a zone conference shall be deemed to fall within the meaning of this article.  Proposed amendments shall, wherever possible, be specific as to the proper referencing of the article, section/rule number and sub-section clause. The District Secretary shall send a copy of all proposed amendments and/or additions to the President of each club in the District at least 15 days prior to the date of the district convention.

1.3 Approved Changes

1.3.1 Unless otherwise stated in the amendment or addition to the house rules/regulations, the approved changes shall become effective immediately at the conclusion of the District Convention where the amendments or additions were passed.

1.3.2 Shall be amended by each incoming District Executive Committee (DEC) to include all resolutions passed at the District Convention prior to their assuming office.

1.4 Circulation of House Rules

The District Secretary shall furnish a complete copy of the district house rules/regulations to the Executive Director of the Association and each incoming President by October 15th.

DECARTICLE 2- AWARDS

2.1
Any District 6 Club or District Executive wishing to introduce a District Award or competition shall submit it in writing to the DEC for consideration at the District Convention subject to the Section governing submission of resolutions. After acceptance by the delegates, this award or competition shall come into effect at the beginning of the next Kin year.

ARTICLE 3 - KIN EDUCATION SEMINAR

3.1
The DEC shall organize and conduct a Kin Education seminar between September 30th and October 30th each Kin year.  Responsibilities include:

3.1.1 Arranging presentations by either district council members or guest speakers

3.1.2 Arranging delegate accommodations and registration

3.1.3 Promotion of the seminar

ARTICLE 4- NATIONAL CONVENTION 1981 SURPLUS

4.1
The undistributed profits for the National Convention 1981 be used to establish an interest bearing trust account, and that the annual interest earned from this account be disbursed for the purpose of offsetting costs of simultaneous translation at District 6 meetings 

ARTICLE 5- DISTRICT ADMINISTRATION

5.1
Zone

5.1.1
Clubs shall be assigned to Zones as follows:

Upon receipt of a charter application by the DEC, a committee consisting of the District Kinsmen Governor/District Kinette Governor, a Director and the Past Governor shall recommend to the District Executive Council the Zone in which such Club shall be located.  Such recommendation shall be based on but not limited to the following considerations:

a) Number and strength of existing clubs within the Zone;

b) Community of interest;

c) Language;

d) Distance from existing clubs.

5.1.2 Acceptance of the Committee’s recommendation shall require a simple majority vote of the District Executive Council and ratification by a District Convention. Composition of Zones is detailed in an addendum to these house rules.


5.1.3 Zones, which contain 10 or less, total Kinsmen, Kinette and/or Kin clubs elect one Deputy Governor (Kinsmen or Kinette) to govern all clubs in the Zone.

ARTICLE 6- DISTRICT OFFICERS

6.1
Qualifications

Only the persons who can meet the following qualifications shall be eligible to serve as officers of the District:

6.1.1 Each officer shall be, at the time he/she assumes office, an active or life member in good standing, of a club situated in the District.

6.1.2 The District Kinsmen Governor, Vice District Kinsmen Governor, District Kinette Governor, Vice District Kinette Governor, each Kinsmen and Kinette Deputy Governor during his/her term of office, shall not be entitled to hold office on any club executive except the office of past president.

6.1.3 A District Kinsmen Governor, a Vice District Kinsmen Governor, a District Kinette Governor, a Vice District Kinette Governor, a Kinsmen Deputy Governor and a Kinette Deputy Governor must have served as a member of an executive of a club for at least one full term prior to his/her election.

6.1.4 The Vice District Kinsmen Governor/Vice District Kinette Governor shall be an active or active life member in good standing of a club within the district, maintain the status of active or active life member during his/her entire term of office, and that he/she shall do all things necessary to remain qualified for the office of District Kinsmen Governor/District Kinette Governor.

6.2
Duties of District Officers

The duties for District Six Officers are outlined below.

District Governors

6.1.l.a
Shall make a report of the activities of the organization at the Annual Meeting;

6.1.l.b
Shall be responsible for the arrangement of the Annual Meeting in conjunction with the Convention Hostess;

6.1.1c
Shall act as a source of information to all Club Presidents and shall keep an up-to-date file of ideas or procedures, programs, money-making projects and service undertaking.

6.2.2
Vice District Governors

6.2 2.a
Shall operate the credentials desk at the District Convention prior to her term of office as District Governor.

6.2.2.b
Shall make all necessary arrangements for the annual District Leadership Seminar and Pre-Term Meeting.

6.2.2.c
Shall prepare and present a budget of estimated income and expenditures for the next fiscal year, at the District convention immediately prior to said fiscal year commencing. Said budget shall be circulated to all clubs within the district not later than 15 days prior to the date of the district convention and shall be approved at said convention.

6.2.2.d
Shall attend, or appoint a representative to attend, Zone Conferences to present their platform for the following Kin year.

6.2.3
Deputy Governors

6.2.3a
Shall be the liaison between the clubs in their Zone and the District Executive Council;

6.2.3b
Shall be responsible for the efficient administration of Zone affairs and activities;

6.2.3c
Shall be responsible for the administering of Zone finances within the approved budget;

6.2.3d
Shall be responsible for the promotion of personal development/education;

a)
conduct a Zone Executive Seminar prior to July 15th, if required;

b) assist Zone clubs in planning personal development/education programs;

6.2.3e
Shall communicate regularly (as required) with the Zone clubs and keep the clubs informed of all Zone, District and National programs and activities;

6.2.3f
The Deputy Governor Elect shall be responsible for arranging for the proper installation of all Kinsmen/Kinette Club Executives in the Zone. Each Club is required to inform the location of their installation and to invite her/him to this function:

6.2.3g
Shall assist in the chartering of new Kinsmen, K-40, Kinette, K-ette, or Kin Clubs in the Zone;

6.2.3h
Shall plan and conduct a minimum of one meeting with all Presidents in the Zone, of which minutes from these meetings (including Zone Conference) will be submitted to the Governor(s) within 30 days; 

6.2.3i
Shall maintain (update, revise, etc) the Deputy Governor Manual and shall review this manual with his/her successor prior to District Convention;

6.2.3j
Shall arrange a turnover meeting with his/her successor.  All Zone files, manuals etc., shall be given to the Deputy Governor Elect at this meeting;

6.2.3k
As a member of the District Executive Council, shall attend the following as Zone representative:

Shall assist the host club in organizing the Zone Conference and shall preside over the business portion of this Conference.  The Deputy Governor shall arrange for the judging of all Zone Awards.

District Treasurer

Shall maintain all finances of the District CF project;

6.2.4b
Shall keep the District Service Directors completely informed of the amounts collected, amounts outstanding and revenue earned from any investment of such funds.

6.2.4c
Shall turn over all funds raised in District 6 for Cystic Fibrosis/OGH by June 30th be turned over to the Foundation by January 31st of the following year;

6.2.4d
Shall on the 25th day of June each year, cease to receive and disburse funds on behalf of District and proceed to close and balance the accounts and prepare the report so that this shall be completed by June 30th:

Shall on June 30th, draw a cheque to close out and transfer all bank accounts (including CF) to the Incoming Treasurer, retaining only such funds as are required to cover any outstanding cheques that may be issued, and forthwith submit the following records (Including CF) for the fiscal year to the District auditor for examination:

6.2.5
Service Directors:

6.2.5a
under the direction of the DEC, be responsible for the complete operation of District Service projects;

6.2.5b
shall prepare a budget with the District Treasurer for the current year’s operation and present it at the District Convention for its approval;

6.2.5c
shall encourage clubs to remit funds to District throughout the year. A higher interest rate could be earned invested centrally rather than in individual bank accounts;

6.2.5d
shall record all donations promptly in the District Executive minutes and newsletters;

6.2.5e
shall give recognition of the contributions throughout the year via newsletters, Zone Conferences and visits from the District Kinsmen Governor/District Kinette Governor and Kinsmen Deputy Governor/Kinette Deputy Governor in order to collect the funds on a more timely basis.

6.3
Nomination of District Governors and Vice Governors 

6.3.1 By January 1st the District Secretary shall write to each club in District 6 enclosing a nomination form and asking for nominations for the office of District Kinsmen Governor/District Kinette Governor and Vice District Kinsmen Governor/Vice District Kinette Governor.

6.3.2 Thirty (30) days prior to the District Convention the District Secretary shall notify all clubs in District 6 of nominations received for the office of District Kinsmen Governor/District Kinette Governor and Vice District Kinsmen Governor/Vice District Kinette Governor.

6.3
Election of District Governors and Vice Governors

6.3.1
All voting is by secret ballot.

6.3.2
A majority of the votes cast will elect the District Governors and Vice Governors. 

6.3.3
Governors will be voted on first, followed by the Vice Governors. 

6.3.4
The committee on credentials oversees the election process, reports the results and the Chair of the committee destroys the ballots following each election.

6.4
Appointment of District Officers

The District Kinsmen Governor / District Kinette Governor immediately upon the election shall appoint the following District Officers: Secretary, Treasurer and up to two Directors (one from each of the provinces of Québec and Ontario).

6.5
Nomination and Election of Deputy Governors

6.5.1
By January 1st the District Secretary shall write to each Club in District 6, enclosing a nomination form, and asking for nominations for the office of Kinsmen Deputy Governor/Kinette Deputy Governor.

6.5.2
Thirty (30) days prior to each Zone Conference the District Secretary shall notify all clubs in District of nominations received for the office of Kinsmen Deputy Governor/Kinette Deputy Governor.

ARTICLE 7- DISTRICT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

7.1
Members

The members of the DEC () shall consist of the District Kinsmen Governor, the District Kinette Governor, the Vice District Kinsmen Governor, the Vice District Kinette Governor, the Immediate Past District Kinsmen Governor OR the Immediate Past District Kinette Governor, the Treasurer, the Secretary, Association Director (Ex-Officio position) and the two Service Directors.

7.2
The secret ballot election of the Past Governor to remain as a member of the DEC, will take place at the Executive Meeting immediately prior to District Convention.

7.3 Power & Functions

7.3.1
Subject to 7.3.2-4 below, the DEC shall have all the powers of the District Board of Directors.

7.3.2
The DEC shall not have the power to amend these by-laws.

7.3.3
The DEC shall exercise its powers between meetings of the district board of directors and only as shall be necessary so that the affairs of the district may be effectively carried on.

7.3.4
The exercise by the DEC of its powers shall be subject to the approval and ratification of the District Board of Directors at its next meeting following the exercise of such powers.

ARTICLE 8- DISTRICT BOARD OF DIRECTORS

8.1
Members

The District 6 Board of Directors shall consist of the District Kinsmen Governor, District Kinette Governor, Past District Kinsmen Governor OR Past District Kinette Governor, Vice District Kinsmen Governor, Vice District Kinette Governor, Secretary, Treasurer, Association Director (Ex-Officio position), two Service Directors, Kinsmen Deputy Governors and Kinette Deputy Governors.

8.2
Meetings

The District Secretary shall notify each member of the District Council, in writing, of the time, place and date of any District Council Meeting at least 30 days prior to any such meeting.

ARTICLE 10- ZONE CONFERENCE

Place

The conference shall be hosted by each Club in the Zone in succession, the order of which shall be determined from time to time by the Zone Council.

At least 30 days prior to the zone conference, the Deputy Governor shall forward to each club in good standing in the zone a call to the zone conference, together with a copy of the agenda.

will be held preferably between February 1st and March 31st of each year

may propose, discuss and adopt resolutions recommending legislation to the District Convention:

shall elect, by ballot, a Kinsmen Deputy Governor and/or Kinette Deputy Governor for the ensuing year;

shall receive reports from each Club President on the activities of the club since the last Zone Conference;

shall select Zone award winners to represent the Zone in all District Award competitions;

ARTICLE 11- ANNUAL CONVENTION

11.1
Place

11.1.1 Each Zone in District shall be responsible for acting as host for the annual Convention of the District once in as many years as there are Zones in District.

District Convention must be held no later than June 27.

11.1.4
The host Club or Zone must submit at letter of intent to the District Executive, no later than mid-term one year prior to hosting the convention. A club failing to submit their letter of intent by mid-term, the District Convention will then be open to bid, with those bids required by District Convention of the same year.

11.2
Supervision, Management and Control

11.2.1
To provide for simultaneous translation throughout the business sessions of the Convention.

11.2.1
To provide sufficient personnel to provide for the orderly registration of delegates and delegates at large.

11.3
Delegate/Delegate at Large Votes

11.3.1 Delegate votes shall be determined as per Part V, Section 1 of the National Constitution and By-Laws.

11.3.2 Delegate at Large votes shall be determined as per Part V, Section 2, Sub-Sections 1(b, 2-4 of the National Constitution and By-Laws.

11.4
Any District Six club in good standing may proxy a maximum of one club vote to any District Six member in good standing for voting purposes at its annual District Six Convention.  All proxy votes must be in prior to the close of credentials on the day of business.  

ARTICLE 12- FINANCE AND ACCOUNTING

12.1
Statement of Audit

A practicing public accountant shall audit the District books of account(s) at the end of each fiscal year. The auditor may not be the Treasurer or a firm in which the Treasurer is an employee or a principal. The auditor shall be named by the District Council prior to the District Convention.  The auditor shall endeavor to complete the examination and report before August 15th of each year in order that the records may be delivered promptly to the incoming Treasurer. Audited financial statements for the year ended June 30th in each year shall be dealt with and approved at the next annual District Convention. The financial statements shall incorporate the budgeted figures approved at the previous annual District Convention.

12.1.1
The District auditor should confirm with the CF Foundation that the funds were received.

12.2
Official Depository

The official depository of District shall be a branch of a chartered bank in Canada, the particular branch to be determined by the Executive Council elect with agreement of the Treasurer elect. When so determined, the retiring Secretary shall certify to such bank the fact of its appointment for the ensuing year and the names of the designated signing officials.

12.3
Signatories Required

All disbursements shall be made by cheque. All cheques drawn on the bank accounts of District 6 shall be signed by the Treasurer and any one of the two current District Governors. In the event of the absence of either signatory, the DEC may determine one other alternate signatory from the members of the DEC.

12.4.1
Club Assistance Program

The Club Assistance Program can be applied for to offer the clubs an interest free loan to assist with the payment of dues only. Any monies forwarded to a club shall be repaid to the District, at any point, within three years of receipt. After the third year, the balance will be added to the district dues invoice for the club.  The request for funding will be by written application to the District Executive and will be accompanied by the following documentation:

· audited Statements from the last Kin year

· up to date financial statements

· a letter from the applicable Deputy Governor acknowledging the application

· a copy of the club minutes determining that the loan was requested by the club

· a signed application form.

A 2/3 majority of the District Executive will decide each request.

ARTICLE 13- REVENUE

13.1
General Account Dues

13.1.1
The DEC shall levy an assessment that it may deem necessary, per annum per club member in the District provided that any increase in said assessment over that amount is approved by a minimum two-thirds (2/3) majority of voting members in attendance at the District Convention or Fall Leadership Convention at which the budget is approved.

13.2
Assessments

13.2.1
Kin Expansion Fund

13.2.1a
Subject to paragraph 13.2.lb. c, and d, the expenses incurred by a Club, a Zone or the District, in charter initiation or charter formation for a new Club will be reimbursed from this Fund.

13.2.lb
In order for a Club, Zone or the District to qualify for a charter initiation grant, a Charter plan must be forwarded in advance to the DEC for approval.  The plan must include the location of the potential Charter, a proposed budget related to the cost of the potential charter and a rationale supporting the prospects of chartering a Club in that locality.

13.2.1c
Reimbursement of charter initiation costs will be limited to costs directly associated with the potential Charter and include mileage, postage, telephone calls, educational and promotional material but not fine costs of meals. The maximum amount available per potential Charter is two hundred and fifty dollars-($250)

13.2.1d
A sponsoring Club is entitled to a chanter formation grant from the Kin Expansion Fund of up to twenty-five dollars ($25) per charter member to a possible maximum of five hundred dollars ($500) per new charter.  Submissions for a charter formation grant can only be made after the charter date and must be accompanied by original receipts. The DEC shall be responsible for determining eligible costs.

13.2.1e
In order to establish the fund and maintain it at a minimum level of one thousand dollars ($1,000) the District Executive may from time to time, levy each Club in the District an assessment of one dollar ($l) per member payable from either the Club’s General or Service Account.

13.3
Deadline

All approved assessments shall be payable by member clubs to District 6 prior to November 1st each year.

13.4
Club Membership

The club promptly pays all District fees, based on the active membership on a club roster at National headquarters as of September 30th annually, and other assessments as may be determined by the approved budget at District Convention of the prior year.  For budgeting purposes, the Vice Team shall assess the average net percentage increase/decrease in membership (for District Six) over the past five (5) years and adjust the membership on the budget accordingly.

13.5
The dues to be paid to the District by each new club admitted to membership shall be the sum of $100.00 for the 12 month period following its charter date, regardless of the number of members shown on the charter application. At the club’s first anniversary date, pro-rated dues shall payable for the balance of the Kin year based on the club’s September 30th assessment of the Kin Year in which they are chartered.

ARTICLE 14- SPECIAL EXPENSES

14.1
When a District Officer is invited as a guest of any Club the Host Club shall pay for the spouse if in attendance.

14.2
District shall pay a District Officer and District Committee Chairperson, who travels on District business:

14.3
a kilometer rate sufficient to cover out-of-pocket travel costs only (i.e. gas).

14.4
It shall be the obligation of District to provide and pay for the cost of hotel accommodation and registration fees for District Officers for District Mid-Term Meeting, District Convention and Kin Educational Seminar. Expenses of other District Chairperson shall be paid at the discretion of the DEC.

ARTICLE 15- MISCELLANEOUS

15.1 No Club shall offer for sale raffle tickets at any District Convention, Council Meeting, Zone or Inter-Club function. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Host Club at a Council Meeting, Zone or Inter-Club function and the Host Zone at a District Convention may, at its discretion, hold a raffle amongst Kinsmen or Kinettes present for the express purpose of defraying the cost of the meeting.


15.2 Governors and/or Vice Governors holding unspecified proxies to be voted at National Convention be bound in their vote on National Resolutions as per District majority vote taken at District Convention.


15.2
Clubs holding an Inter-Club function must forward written invitations at least three (3) weeks in advance of the date of such function. Acceptance of such invitation shall be in writing and the number attending must be stated. Clubs accepting such invitations and guaranteeing a certain attendance shall be obligated to the Host Club for the full number recorded in the acceptance.

15.3
Misappropriation of Club and District Properties

The policy of this District is that misappropriation of Club or District properties, even though they be made in jest, shall be discontinued, and that each Club President shall make every effort to discourage such activities.

15.4
Protocol

The Flags of Ontario, Quebec, Canada and the Association shall be flown at all District functions.

ARTICLE 16- DISTRICT SERVICE PROJECTS

16.1
All clubs in District are encouraged to:

16.1.l
support all District service projects. ;

16.1.2
have a Service chairperson who should report collections to their Club monthly, this report should be included in Club minutes, and,

16.1.3
bring to the District Convention a cheque for monies raised, payable to District 6 CF Account.

16.2
All monies raised for the Canadian Cystic Fibrosis Foundation will be used for Cystic Fibrosis Research.

16.3
All approved expenses of the District Service Directors will be paid from the interest earned from the District Service project funds.

16.4
The accumulated interest revenue from funds raised be retained for District Service Directors’ budgets.

16.5
The disposition of funds left in the Service account for Operation Go Home at the end of each Kin year be determined by the incoming DEC.

ANNEX A – Association Director

Association Director Criteria

The criteria for the Association Director (AD) on the National Board will be as follows:

1. The AD must be a past district council member (either a Deputy Governor or past district executive member).

2. The AD must have a minimum of five (5) years in Kin.

3. The term for this position is two years.

4. The election of the AD will take place prior to the election of Vice Governors and Governor at District Convention.  The election process will follow that outlined for the Vice Governors and Governors.
